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Interoperable Location Services to be Tackled in
OGC Testbed

The Open GIS Consortium, Inc. (OGC) (MA, USA) along
with Sponsors Hutchison 3G UK, Sun Microsystems,
Oracle with Webraska, ESRI with SignalSoft, and In-Q-Tel,
as well as 22 other participant organizations are working
together in the Open Location Services (OpenLS)
Testbed. This testbed aims to develop an Open Location
